Custom HoloKote uses
a fixed 6x4 grid pattern of your logo whereas Custom HoloKote Flex is... flexible! You can have your logo your way across almost
the entire card area.

For added visual security HoloPatch® cards can be used with Custom HoloKote and Custom HoloKote Flex. HoloPatch cards
feature a gold foil seal that highlights the Custom HoloKote or Custom HoloKote Flex watermark for maximum visibility.

Custom HoloKote and Custom HoloKote Flex are delivered in a kit containing a CD and RFID card. Simply upload your custom graphic
to the firmware of your printer (from the CD). Then drop your unique RFID card (also provided) into a slot in the printer and it acts as a
key to enable the secure logo/graphic to be printed - it can also be used as a locking key for your printer.

Instructions for Custom HoloKote logo artwork requirements
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Designs should be:

Made up of black and white only, no greyscale or color
149 x 149 pixels in dimension, 300 dpi resolution.

Bold and clear designs — bear in mind that the actual printed area
on the card surface for each logo is only half an inch square
(12x12mm / 149x149 pixels).

JPG, EPS, PDF or BMP format.
